An ILP is a document that recommends reasonable adjustments in line with the Equality Act (2010). It is shared, after the student has given their permission, with other key staff in the university. Adjustments can be made to (i) the provision, criteria or practice of teaching (ii) physical features such as access to buildings or lighting levels (iii) auxiliary aids such as materials in a different format and/or available online prior to classes. Please ensure that the necessary reasonable adjustments are made to the programme and modules you are directing/developing in order to support students with an ILP in place.

Consideration should be given for a range of disabilities and how adjustments could be made to the proposed teaching, learning and assessment methods (including field trips). You should contact the Wellbeing service (Mental Health Team and/or AccessAbility) in order to discuss reasonable programme/module adjustments that could be made for students with disabilities.

	· Are students going to be admitted to this programme through non-UCAS methods or systems? If so, you will need to outline how equality of access is going to be ensured. 
· Only home/ EU students admitted via UCAS are entitled to receive the Disabled Student Allowance so the University will be liable for meeting the costs of non-home/ EU students’ needs (potentially up to £80,000 p.a. for personal care, although, if eligible, Social Services may pay for non-study related costs).
· Are the ILOs accessible? Is there any ILO that might not be accessible to a student who has visual, hearing, communication or mobility impairment for example?
